UNDER 18 STUDENTS 
GUARDIAN FEE 

• Guardian fee is charged for Under 18  
• A Guardian is required by Australian law for all International students under the age of 18 

Guardian Fee: $45/week 

LIVING IN SYDNEY 
TRANSPORT • Students in Homestay Accommodation should allow around $45 per week for transport to and from Access Monday to Friday 

• Overseas students do not qualify for student fares on public transport in NSW 

MEALS • Students should allow around $5 -10 per day for lunch  
• Students cooking their own meals should allow around $120 per week for food 

RECREATION • Students should allow around $100 per week for recreation and entertainment such as trips to the movies etc 
• Access organizes up to three extra curricular excursions each week to popular tourist attractions in Sydney 

INSURANCE • Access strongly recommends that students take out insurance on their luggage and possessions 
• We strongly recommend that Tourist and Working Holiday Visa holders take out health insurance for the duration of their stay
